This is the changing
marketplace and the Consumer must be more cautious as they seek
information on Movers to make their decision. Once you get through
all the data and graphics you still need to know about reputation and
dependability.

Regulator’s suggestion to the Consumer as with any retail/consumer
transaction is to get as much as possible in writing before making
your decision. Movers are required to have proper licenses and autho-
rizations from the various legal bodies before they offer themselves to
the public on a for-hire basis.

BEFORE YOU COMMIT TO
A COMPANY, BE AN
INFORMED CONSUMER.

Not all moving companies are reputable, or
committed to treating your move with the
care and respect it deserves. Here are a few
important ways to avoid moving scams,
based on our experience with hundreds of
thousands of moves worldwide.

» Make sure your mover is an AMSA-cer-
tified ProMover® if you are moving locally or
long distance; or an AMSA-certified Registered
International Mover® (RIM) with an IAM MX
Validation® if you are moving overseas. Also
ensure the company is properly licensed and
bonded by the US Authorities.

» Judge the company’s professional ap-
pearance. Ensure they have an actual street
address and check their standing with the
Better Business Bureau.

» Beware of unusually low pricing; it's
often a red flag for hidden fees and potential
moving scams.

» Ask about the company’s claims policy,
process, and ratio (the number of claims
versus the number of moves conducted).
Expect detailed answers.

» Ask for customer references that you
can check. A reputable moving company
should be able to provide them on the spot.
